Grant that they who use it in faith and with it inscribe 

upon the entrance of their homes the initials of your 

saints, Caspar, Melchior and Balthasar, may through 

their merits and prayers enjoy health of body and 

protection of soul.  Through Christ our Lord. 

 Amen. 
It is sprinkled with holy water.
